“Plushies”

Teacher’s Name: Ms. Oliver

What is the lesson objective?
(What will the students learn and/or demonstrate?)

The students will learn the global context and application of sewing, and apply that to contemporary art. They will learn 3 beginning stitches and the basics of sewing. They will learn to take a 2-D design and form it into 3-D through patterns. They will apply a variety of shapes, colors, and embellishments into a composition. Finally, they will sew a pillow with attachments to take the form of something else. 

Standards addressed and expectations of students:

VA:Cr2.1.7a Demonstrate persistence in developing skills with various materials, methods, and approaches in creating works of art or design. (Students will be learning how to navigate a new medium, and gain skills to help them complete their project)
VA:Pr6.1.7a Compare and contrast viewing and experiencing collections and exhibitions in different venues. (Students will explore Lucy Sparrow’s gallery shows of plushies to understand staging methods for 3-D objects within a context)
VA:Re.7.1.7a Explain how the method of display, the location, and the experience of an artwork influence how it is perceived and valued. (Again, exploring Lucy Sparrow’s gallery students will discuss the effect the display and commitment has on a work of art)
VA:Cn11.1.7a Analyze how response to art is influenced by understanding the time and place in which it was created, the available resources, and cultural uses. (Students will compare contemporary art in the context of time and place- why it works now. They will ponder the phrase “they we’re before their time” in this context)

Anticipatory Set:
(“The Hook” – something to excite the student about the subject matter)

Lucy Sparrow’s; “Cornershop” 2014, “Tampa’s Fresh Foods” 2022, “McDonalds” 2022.


Teaching/Instructing Process:
(Input, modeling, and checking for understanding)

Allow students to discuss and collaborate during the design stage. The students will complete a small media study led by me to ensure they can complete each step on their own. I will provide different strategies and accommodation to those who need it. 

Guided Practice and Monitoring:
(Monitor orally individually or together; monitor via written language or via a task performance; monitor via group sampling or visual answers, e.g., “thumbs”  - you monitor to know if students are learning and lesson objectives are being met)

Students will be monitored as a group during discussion and individually during independent work time. Their ability to complete the media study correctly will allow me to assess their weaknesses and evaluate them for the next step. We will target their weaknesses and try again if necessary. Their performance will help me check for understanding and build their skills before starting their major project.

Closure:
(Statements or actions by you that help students make sense out of what has just been taught, to help form a coherent picture, to eliminate confusion and frustration, and to reinforce major points to be learned)

We will gather as a group to target common mistakes and review stiches/ vocabulary. We will practice drawing Lucy Sparrows plushies in orthographic view to ensure 2-D to 3-D understanding.

Independent Practice:
(This can be a question or problem for students to ponder on their own or in a small group or pairs.  The aim is to reinforce and extend the learning beyond the lesson and ideally into real world settings.)

Leave them with the question: “What other things remind you of your inner child?” 
(next class) See think wonder on public installations, Tampa Fresh Foods, is done independently then discussed as a group.
